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ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT GRANT AWARDS

Cross Rhodes Spec Building: Two Recent Grant Awards

These grants were awarded by the South Carolina 

Coordinating Council for Economic Development –

South Carolina Department of Commerce
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First grant was a LocateSC Fund Grant Award

Amount: $205,999.96

The funds were used to pave the parking lot and 
also for other site improvements such as clearing, 
lighting, and signage.

Work began in late 2017 and was completed in 
summer of 2018.

Second grant was a Rural Infrastructure Grant Award

Amount: $247,950

The funds were used to install 20,000 sq. ft. concrete 
flooring in order for tenant to occupy the building.

Grant was awarded and work was completed summer 
of 2018.



RECREATION/QUALITY OF LIFE GRANT AWARDS

Bobcat Landing Water Recreation Grant Awards

Amount Awarded: $87,760

Awarded by: SCDNR

Awarded In 2017

County will use a combination of this grant 
and "C" Funds for the project. 

County first had to obtain the land.

SCDOT is planning on replacing the entrance 
to the landing as well as replacing the bridge.

Once SCDOT has finalized their plans, the 
County will be able to firm up its plans for the 
landing.

The Trail is arranged in 
seven plazas along an existing greenway and will be 
the focal point of the park.  Each plaza will be 
dedicated to the branches of the U.S. Military.

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SECTION 1200 - TRAUMA CARE FUND

1202. Allocation of Fund

The Department may authorize and allocate 

the distribution of funds as directed by the 

General Assembly in the Appropriations Act 

to trauma centers, rehabilitation centers, 

physicians, Emergency Medical Services 

providers licensed by the Department, air 

ambulance providers licensed by the 

Department that always use certified 

paramedic on all flights and maintain a 

licensed South Carolina medical director on 

staff, Regional Trauma Councils, and 

Regional EMS Councils, and Regional EMS 

Councils. The Department, with the advice 

of the Trauma Advisory Council and its 

subcommittees and/or workgroups, shall 

determine the priority of distributions after 

Department operating expenses, as well as 

distribution formula. 

1201. Eligible Recipients of Fund

Trauma centers, rehabilitation centers, 

physicians, Emergency Medical Services 

providers licensed by the Department, 

Regional EMS Councils, Regional Trauma 

Councils, and the Division of EMS and 

Trauma are eligible to receive trauma 

care funds appropriated by the South 

Carolina General Assembly.
