Voters who are blind, physically handicapped, or unable to read or write are entitled to assistance in
casting their ballot. This assistance may be provided by anyone the voter chooses except his employer,
an agent of his employer, or an officer or agent of his union. The managers must be notified if assistance
IS needed.

Voters who are unable to enter their polling place due to physical handicap or age may vote in the vehicle
which they drove, or were driven in, to the polls. When notified, the Managers will help voters using
this curbside voting provision.
